The White Coat Ceremony is a program of The Arnold P. Gold Foundation, a national nonprofit organization dedicated to humanism in healthcare. The Gold Foundation held its first White Coat Ceremony in 1993 at Columbia University’s Vagelos College of Physicians & Surgeons, where Dr. Arnold P. Gold was a world-renowned pediatric neurologist and professor. Dr. Gold, a passionate advocate for humanistic healthcare, believed that the oath taken by new physicians during graduation came too late. Over three decades, the Gold Foundation expanded the White Coat Ceremony around the globe and helped ensure future clinicians’ education was grounded in the importance of the human connection in healthcare.
Today, nearly every medical school in the United States, hundreds of nursing schools, and many other health professions schools around the globe participate in this tradition.
